Adopt-a-Word Prefix Assignment

(un-; re-; dis-; in-; im-; il; ir-; inter-)
This is an assignment you will do with one or more of your family members. You and your family will select one prefix from the our vocabulary prefix choices to adopt for the next week. Share the prefix, find words with that prefix, discuss it, see how often it can be used in your conversations – make it a part of your lives for one week.  You should use the word at home and at school at least a dozen times a day.
Here are some ideas, but try to come up with some of your own. You will be asked in class to write about the word and your family’s new relationship with the word.

· post the word and its definition on your refrigerator

· as you drive places, use the word to describe things you see along the way

· act it out with a brother or sister

· find out if your parents use the word in their careers

· pretend the word is a roommate and share your room with it. Make it feel at home (make it a bed? A special shelf?)

· Take it with your family to dinner.  How can you use the word out in public?

· talk about how your pets are like the word

· draw a portrait of the word and place it with other family photographs
· Is your word a younger sibling?  Do you need to sing to it to help it fall asleep?

· write your grandmother and tell her about your new word
